Brief biography – Kay Clarey

Kay Clarey is the Executive Director of the Department of the Treasury’s Capital Investment Review Board. She manages the selection, monitoring and evaluation of capital assets that include both information technology (hardware, software, communications and related services) and other capital assets such as buildings, equipment and vehicles. 

Ms. Clarey established and directed the $150 million capital investment program, HR Connect, to plan, design and implement a new corporate human resources system in Treasury based on commercial-off-the-shelf software. Release 1.0 of HR Connect was developed, tested and successfully deployed to support 7,000 employees in the fall of 1999.

From 1992 - 1996 she was the Assistant Director for Information Resources/Office of Procurement with responsibility for managing Treasurys procurement information system,  performance management and strategic planning for Treasurys $2 billion annual acquisition program. Kay initiated and directed Treasurys Electronic Commerce for Acquisition program which installed a gateway for electronic data interchange (EDI) on Treasury’s data network, awarded $6 million in contracts electronically in the first year of operation and developed a strategic plan for integration of procurement and financial EDI in Treasury. She received Vice President Gore’s Hammer Award for procurement streamlining in 1994.

While working as an IT program manager in GSAs Office of Government-wide Information Resources Management, Kay directed the 1991 review which recommended significant increases in the threshold levels for GSA approval of Agency Procurement Requests. Between 1983 and 1990, Kay was a senior systems analyst in the ADP and Telecommunications Office of the Public Health Service with responsibility for IT planning, IT acquisitions and the IT management  review program.  She directed the first agency-wide acquisition program for microcomputer and local area network (LAN) equipment and services which was initiated in 1989 and for which Kay received the Assistant Secretary for Health’s Award. 

In 1997 Kay was selected as a member of the Information Technology Resources Board (ITRB), which conducts independent assessments of major federal information technology issues for senior executives. In July, 2000 she was designated the Chair of the ITRB. 

Kay received a B.A from the U. of Wisconsin and began her public service career with the Wisconsin Department of Revenue.  She has been married for 30 years to Marty;  they are parents of two teens, Martina and Max.
