I am currently directing the agency-wide Enterprise Architecture project which has the requirement of integrating business processes with information technology.   Phase I, the conceptual design, was completed on time and under budget, yielding an Enterprise Application Integration layer that provides a single interface for applications and a common repository for up-to-date project personnel costs.   The focus area during Phase II of the project includes fully automating processes in the areas of Human Resources, Training and Procurement operations for the agency’s Library of Congress jurisdiction.

I manage all facets of the information technology environment for the agency, whose mission is the facility management of the entire U.S. Capitol complex.  As part of that responsibility, I oversee a staff of nearly 70 contractors and government employees.  I also manage and oversee the large Capitol Hill-wide network that supports the agency’s ability to manage the Hill complex, including the Senate and House Office Buildings, the Capitol building and the Library of Congress complex.

My role includes leading the agency’s Programs and Planning Branch, which is responsible for IT strategic planning, Capital Planning and Investment Control, Risk/Benefit Analysis, Performance Metrics and other information technology management models.  I also oversee the information technology standards body for the agency.

As Chief Technology Officer, I set the vision for technology within the agency, making strategic decisions involving how to best meet the future business needs of our internal and external clients.

I also serve on the agency-wide Management Council and helped to develop the Human Capital objectives for the agency’s strategic plan.  I also led the Continuity of Operations program within the agency.
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
